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Agromet advisories for Heavy Rainfall likely over various parts of the country:

v" In Tamil Nadu, drain out excess water from rice, cotton, sugarcane, turmeric & vegetable fields and
coconut & banana orchards. Undertake propping in sugarcane and provide mechanical support to
banana plantations to prevent lodging.

v Keep the harvested produce at safer places.

v Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking to vegetables.
